        I will be teaching your child Reading and Writing this year.  I wanted to let you know a few things about 

my class:   

  

Supplies:  

• Pen (blue or black ink) or pencil  

• Folder  

  

Grading and Corrections:   

• 5th Grade take a major test the last week of each 6 weeks over the concepts covered in class. Since 

we read novels together as a class, the concepts will at times be tested further with other shorter 

quizzes and projects.  

• The student may correct any daily assignments or homework, NOT tests. A parent must sign it. If all 

corrections are correct, he/ she will receive a 70 in the grade book.  The corrections are due by 

Thursday of that week.   

  

Grade Percentages:  

• Homework- 50%  

• Tests- 50%  

  

Discipline:  

    All classroom discipline will be addressed by the teacher your child has for that subject. Each student 

will be given classroom rules and regulations. Parents will be contacted if necessary. 

Classroom Rules: 

• No talking at in appropriate times 

• Listen carefully/ Pay Attention 

• Use time wisely
